Barack Obama Misled in Debate on Born Alive Infants Protection Act, Abortion

Washington, DC (LifeNews.comBarack Obama claimed during Wednesday night's debate that there were
legitimate reasons for him voting against a bill in the lllinois legislature that required medical care for newborns who
survive abortions. However, a leading pro-life advocate says the rationale is misleading and not factual. Douglas Johnson,
the legislative director for the National Right to Life Committee told LifeNews.com, "On partial-birth abortion and on the
rights of infants who survive abortions, Barack Obama's answers in the third presidential debate were highly misleading."
Johnson says the lllinois Born-Alive Infants Protection Act was a simple three-sentence bill to establish that every baby
who achieved "complete expulsion or extraction" from the mother, and who showed defined signs of life, was to enjoy the
legal protections of a "person." As a state senator, Obama led the opposition to this bill in 2001, 2002, and 2003, with
Obama voting against the final version at a committee meeting he chaired. During the presidential debate, Obama said,
"The fact is that there was already a law on the books in lllinois that required providing lifesaving treatment." Johnson calls
that claim "misleading" and says the law already on the books, 720 ILCS 510.6, applies only when an abortion practitioner
declares before the abortion that there was "a reasonable likelihood of sustained survival of the fetus outside the womb."

Pregnancy Centers Could Face National Attack if Barack Obama Wins

Washington, DC (LifeNews.cenfregnancy centers across the country that provide women with abortion alternatives could be

shut down or face severe regulations if Barack Obama wins next month. That's because a bill targeting pregnancy centers could

easily be approved in a pro-abortion Congress and land on Obama's desk. Obama has already promised pro-abortion groups like

Planned Parenthood and NARAL that he will be their lap dog in the White House and these are the groups leading the effort to pass

the bill.

New Ad Exposes How Obama Wants All Laws Reducing Abortion Overturned

Washington, DC (LifeNews.coenThe Family Research Council PAC has launched a new television ad that focuses
voters' attention on a bill that Barack Obama says would be his first to sign as president. The measure would make
unlimited abortions a national law and overturn every abortion limit approved in all 50 states. The bill, known as the
Freedom of Choice Act, is one Obama told Planned Parenthood in July 2007 he would not just sign but make his first
piece of legislation. "What would you do as President," the ad asks viewers. "Fix the economy? End the war? Restore our
schools?" The ad moves to the Planned Parenthood speech and features footage of Obama saying, "Well the first thing I'd
do as president is sign the Freedom of Choice Act." The female narrator responds, "Really? Obama's top priority as
president will be a law to reinstate partial-birth abortion? Eliminate parental notification? Force taxpayers to fund
abortions?" The ad goes back to Obama's Planned Parenthood speech and shows footage of him saying, "On this
fundamental issue, | will not yield and Planned Parenthood will not yield." The narrator concludes: "Barack Obama,
dangerous values."
